The gift of God’s presence with us, the gift of the Holy Spirit, is the beginning of that life.  
It means being included and accepted into God’s family and is the foretaste of all things 
wonderful from the God who   loves us deeply.  No wonder Pentecost is one of the “big 
three” events the early church chose to celebrate with special joy and recognition.
